Existing Concrete Floors: Remove all dirt, oil, grease or other surface 
contaminants by enclosed shot blasting, scarification or mechanical 
grinding. Fats, oils or greases must be removed by mechanical means and 
detergent washing. Open, porous substrates may require priming with 
Resin Paint Primer WB. Local repairs should be carried out using Resin 
Paint Concrete Repair. 
 
Resin Paint Primer WB can also be applied to existing coatings and to other 
cementitious screeds which should be clean and sound with an appropriate 
mechanical key for adhesion.

Application 

 
Resin Paint Primer WB can be applied by roller or brush to most surfaces, 
two coats are recommended to provide a uniform and even finish. Pre-stir 
the base to ensure that any separation is re-dispersed. The entire contents 
of the hardener must be added to the base and mixed thoroughly 
preferably with a low speed drill and mixing paddle for a minimum of two 
minutes. 
 
Care must be taken when mixing to ensure that the hardener is properly 
dispersed. Do not add water to this product. 
 
Avoid air entrapment into the product. 
 

 
Maintenance and Cleaning 
 
Resin Paint recommend that Resin Paint Primer WB should be cleaned with a regular 
industrial cleaning regime with a floor scrubber utilising Industrial Floor Cleaner or 
similar with dirty water being removed.   
All surfaces should be thoroughly rinsed with clean water after the use of chemical 
cleaners.
